TCES Travel Bursary 
Promoting research in tissue and cell engineering

The TCES travel bursary was conceived to promote research in tissue and cell engineering to a wider community; therefore, this bursary supports the travel of TCES members to meetings other than TCES.  To apply for a TCES travel bursary, please complete the application form below and submit to Dr Jon Dawson (jid@soton.ac.uk). 
Details and conditions of the bursary:

· You and your supervisor/PI must be paid members of the TCES prior to submission of your application. Membership forms are available on the TCES website.

· TCES travel bursaries will be awarded to researchers presenting their work at relevant national or international conferences. These bursaries do NOT support travel to TCES conferences.
· The focus of the conference must be relevant to the TCES charter (available on our website).
· A maximum of £300 will be awarded to post-graduate and post-doctoral researchers (studying/working in the UK) only.
· Abstracts must already have been accepted prior to application and applicants must provide proof of abstract acceptance from the conference committee with their application.  
· Abstracts accepted for oral presentations will be considered for the full £300 award. Poster presentations will be considered for an award of £150.
· Applications can be submitted at any time; a decision will be made within 4 weeks and the committee decision forwarded by email.  
· More than one application per year can be submitted but only one award will be given per person each calendar year, and only one award will be given per PI group per calendar year.
· Award recipients are required to acknowledge funding from TCES in their presentation. Society logo and acknowledgement slide will be provided to successful applicants
· Award recipients are also required to write a short report on the conference for the TCES website.

· Priority will be given to applicants who have attended at least one TCES conference within the past 2 years. For applicants who are new to the field (e.g. 1st/2nd year PhD students or new post-docs), their group PI is expected to be an active member of TCES.
· Successful applicants are encouraged to attend and present their work at the next TCES conference 

· TCES reserve the right to request that the funds be returned to the society.
· As the TCES is committed to Equality, Diversity and Inclusion (EDI) we require the highlighted sections of the form (that go to the review sub-committee) to be anonymised with no names, pronouns or other personal identifiers.
How to apply for a TCES travel bursary:

· Following confirmation of abstract acceptance, applicants should complete the attached form and return it to Dr Jon Dawson (jid@soton.ac.uk). 
· In addition to the applicant and conference details, applicants are required to provide a supporting statement explaining:

1. the significance of their work and relevance to the aims of TCES

2. how attendance at the conference will aid their career development

· A supporting statement from the applicants PI is also required. 

· Applications without these supporting statements will not be accepted.
